Invited to be Royalty…
We are sinful and unworthy of any consideration…
· Sin caused a problem of cosmic proportions … Hebrews 9:23&24… 9:11& 12

· Isaiah 59:1-4… Sin causes separation from God

· Rom 3:23… All have sinned 
· Ezekiel 18:4… We are God’s created beings and as such are His property… although we went off into sin… The soul that sins shall die

· Rom 6:23… Wages of sin is death

However God loves us and values us beyond measure…

· Ezekiel 18:30-32… God says “I have no pleasure in the death of one who dies”
· John 3:16-19… For God so loved us… but He condemns those who do not believe and obey the gospel (Hebrews 5:9)
· Colossians 1:13& 14… We have been delivered by Christ… through his blood
· Colossians 1:20-23… We have been reconciled through the cross
We have been invited to be Priests and Kings…

· Revelation 1:5& 6… Jesus has made us so when He washed us in His blood

· 1 Peter 2:4& 5… a holy priesthood…
· 1 Peter 2:9& 10… a royal priesthood

Behavior of Priests and Kings…

· Leviticus 21:1-8… Behavior of priests as laid down in the Law of Moses

· Malachi 2:1-9… Behavior expected of priests or “not!”

· Deuteronomy 17:15… God chooses who will be king… he shall be a brother NOT a foreigner

· Deuteronomy 17:18-20… He shall know the Law and fear God

· 2 Chronicles 34:30& 31… Behavior of kings by example of Josiah
Do you show priestly and royal behavior daily?

We are to be ambassadors for Christ as members of his court (royalty); we are to be epistles for Christ, our citizenship is in heaven (Philippians 3)

Are we better? Yes, we are (clean vessels meant for good things).  Should we be feeling superior? NO.  Luke 17:7 when you have done all you can you have simply done your duty…. You are saved by grace, and that is NOT of YOURSELVES.  We can only boast in the cross and NOTHING else.  God is the father of all, so how are you superior?  
Humility and compassion should guide you… not a feeling of superiority; Christ showed compassion, love, humility and subservience not superiority to us… how can we teach if we feel superior?  No one will be receptive to us… we must show the attributes of Christ in order for those around us to be receptive to hearing the Gospel of our Lord and Savior from our lips.
