3. ESTABLISHED UPON BETTER PROMISES. 
1. Of the two things involved the word "BETTER" points up the contrast for us. What 

specifically makes the PROMISES of the last covenant "BETTER" than the promises 
of the first covenant? 
1. The promises of the first covenant pertained mainly to the present life. 
2. They were promises of length of days; of increase of numbers; of seed time and 

harvest ; of national priviledres; of abundance and prosperity: and finally, 
the promise of temporal life in Canaan. 

2. BETTER PROMISES j T; EIR ADVANTAGES: 
1. Under the "BETTER PROMISE" we have: For bodily exercise profiteth little: but godli-

ness is profitable unto all things, having pro-
mise of the life that now is, and of that which 
is to come. 1 Tim. 4:8 

2. In contrast to the promises of the Old covenant which promised blessings to the 
obedient; the new promises blessings to enable us to render obedience.
