"ind ther we saw the giants; the sons of Anak,
which come of the giants: and were %n our own sight as grasshoppers,
and so we were in their sight."

1. Though they deserved to be posted for cowards, this was not the worst, the
scripture brands them for unbelisvers,
1. God assured Abraham that he would put his sead in nossession of that
land. Gensis 15:B; 17:8.

2, God had expressely promised them throuh lioses that he would drive out
the Canaanites from before them, Exodus 33:2.
(1) Praise for the land: It surely floweth with milk and honey, and
Nurbers 13:27...this is the fruit of it. Cpportunity.

(2) Objectionsto the Land: Numbers 13:28-29; 32-33.
1. The people be strong that dwell in the land...Verse 28,
2, The cities are walled and are very great and
moreover we saw the children of Anak there....Verse 28,
3. The Amalekites dwell in the land of the
south...and the Hittites, and the Jebusites,
and the Amorites, dwell in the mountains: and
the Canaanites dwell by the sea, and by the
coast of Jordan. Verse 29,
4o It is a land that eateth up the inhabitants thereof, Verse 32.
(1) Does not mean starvation, pestilence, or other natural
causes,
(2) It must mean that the population was continually y
changing through wars and the incursions
of fresh tribes from surrounding wastes,
5. 411 the people that we saw in it are men of very great

stature. Verse 32.
6. 4And there we saw the giants, the sons of Anak, Verse 33.

(3) Fear magnifies above measure: Ag they measured themselves by the
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sons of anak, they themsélves were
Verse 33. reduced to insignificant insects.
