(1) It finds expression in words. Psalms 19:1lLi; Col. 3:17; L:6.
(2) Christianity finds expression in service. Titus 2:7; Luke 22:26; Acts 9:36-L2;
: Romans 12:1
(3) Christianity finds expression in attitudes: A kindly attitude; A merciful attitude.

(L) Christianity expresses itself in right moral living. Phil. 1:27; 1 Pet. 1:15; 3:2;
Romans 12:17.
