THE IMPORTANCE OF TEACHING GOD' S WORD 

1. The teaching of God's word is so important that we must teach and admonish 
one another as we sing. Ephesians 5:19: Col. 3:l6. 

2. JIhe teaching of God' s word to others must be world wide. If we cannot go 
we certainly are obligated to help others go. Matt. 28:19; Mark l6:15. 

3. Apt to teach required of elders. 1 Timothy 3:2. 

4. The duty to teach others certainly falls upon the shoulders of every prea-
cher of the gospel of Christ. 2 Timothy 2:2. 

5. The duty to teach others is the responsibility of every member of the 
church. 2 Timothy 2;24. NOTE: 

If a person is old enough to obey Christ he is old 
enough to tell others how to obey Christ,

11. The State does not teach the Bible. Knowingly or otherwise the State en-

made in one of the be3t church And school towns in Texas. Very likely 
Abilene, Texas.. Note the findings of this survey; 
(a) Only 5$ of the homes made any systematic effort to teach the Bible to 

the children out side of the Sunday morning Bible lesson, 
(b) Only lOjS of the homes were making any effort to teach the children the 

Sunday morning Bible lesson. 
(c) Only 25$ of the homes were reading the Bible to the children even 

occasionally.
