FACT, | WAS GROWN AND HAD BEEN PREACHING AWHILE BEFORE | LEARNED THAT IT WASN'T PRONOUNCED
"PRO-PITCH-IATION" BUT RATHER "PRO-PISH-IATION." | THINK THIS 1S TRAGIC, BECAUSE THIS WORD,
WHILE IT IS DIFFICULT , AND WHILE IT MAY TAKE STUDY TO UNDERSTAND JUST EXACTLY WHAT IT MEANS,
WHEN YOU UNDERSTAND IT BECOMES ONE OF THE MOST BEAUTIFUL AND ONE OF THE MOST MEANINGFUL
WORDS iN ALL OF THE WORD OF Gob, S0 ! TRUST THAT WHEN THE LESSON COMES TO A CLOSE TONIGHT
YOU WILL UNDERSTAND SOMETHING MORE OF AND HAVE A GREATER APPRECIATION FOR THIS GREAT DOC-
TRINE OF PROPITIATION,

I WANT TO READ IN THE BEGINHING FOUR PASSAGES OF SCRIPTURE EACH OF WHICH RELATES THIS WORD
"PROPITIATION" TO THE WORK OF JESUS CHRIST. FIRST, ROMANS 3:25. SPEAKING OF CHRIST IT SAYS,
"WHOM GOD HATH SET FORTH TO BE A PROPITIATION THROUGH FAITH IN HiS BLOOD, TO DECLARE HiS RIGHT—
EQUSNESS FOR THE REMISSION OF SINS THAT ARE PAST, THROUGH THE FORBEARANCE oF GoD," SECOND,

THE ATONING WORK OF JESUsS CHRIST, THERE ARE SEVERAL WORDS, AND WE DISCOVERED THIS IN OUR
LLESSON ON REDEMPTION, WHICH BEAR PECULIARLY UPON THE DOCTRINE OF THE ATONEMENT, OMNE OF THEM
IS THAT WORD "REDEMPTION" WHICH SPEAKS OF THE SIN-WARD ASPECT OF THE ATGNEMENT, A SECOND
WORD IS THE WORD "RECONCILIATION" WHICH SPEAKS OF THE MAN-WARD ASPECT OF THE ATONEMENT, OR
OF THE DEATH OF CHRIST, THE THIRD SPEAKS OF THE GOD-WARD ASPECT COF THE DEATH OF CHRIST, AND
THIS 1S THE WORD THAT WE ARE STUDYING TONIGHT, THE WORD "PROPITIATION.” NOW WHEN WE SAY THAT
THE WORD "PROPITIATION"” RELATES TO THE GOD-WARD ASPECT OF THE DEATH OF CHRIST, WE ARE NOT IN-
DICATING THAT THERE IS SOMETHING IN GOD WHICH NEEDS TO BE CHANGED, SURELY WE REALIZE THE
TRUTHFULNESS OF THE STATEMENT OF GoD WHEN HE sAID, "l AM THE LOoRD, THy GoD, | CHANGE NOT,"
FROM ETERNITY EVEN UNTO ETERNITY GOD IS ONE AND THERE IS NO CHANGEABLENESS IN Gob, YET,
WHILE IT IS TRUE THAT GOD DOES NOT CHANGE, IT IS TRUE THAT THERE ARE SOME THINGS WHICH MUST
TRANSPIRE BEFORE THIS UNCHANGING GOD CAN DO FCR MAN THAT WHICH HE DESIRES To bo, FOR IN-
STANCE, WHEN JOHN SAID THAT "GoD IS LOVE, " HE DID NOT INTIMATE THAT GOD BECAME LOVE AT THE
TIME OF THE DEATH OF CHRIST, BUT THAT GOD SAD BEEN LOVE FROM THE BEGINNING EVEN UNTIL NOW,
MNHAT 1S BEING SAID IS THAT THERE WAS SOMETHING WHICH TRANSPIRED IN THE DEATH OF JESUS CHRIST
WHICH ENABELED GOD TC CPEN UP HIS LOVE AND TO EXPRESS THAT LOVE TO MANKIND, TO SAVE MAN UPON
THE BASIS OF LOVE, WHAT WE ARE SAYING, THEN, IS THAT PROPITIATION DOES NOT CHANGE THE ATT!-
TUDE OF GOD, BUT IT DOES FREE GoOD IN ORDER THAT HE MIGHT LIFT MAN BY HIs LOVE, | THINK THIS

ATED IS ANGRY, [T PRESUPPOSES THAT THE PERSON WHC IS PROPITIATED IS CHARACTERIZED BY WRATH AND
THIS MEANS THAT IF CHRIST PROPITIATES IT MUST BE GOD WHO IS PROPITIATED. THIS MEANS THAT GoD
HAS IN HiM SOME FORM OF WRATH,

Now IT 1S VERY IMPORTANT THAT WE UNDERSTAND SOMETHING CONCERNING THE WRATH OF Gob, WE ARC
PRONE 70 MISUNDERSTAND HiS WRATH, FOR WE ARE PRONE TO ASSOCIATE THE WRATH OF GOD WITH THE WiATH
OF MAN. WNE ASSOCIATE THE WRATH OF GOD WITH THAT ANGER WHICH WELLS UP IN THE BREAST OF MAN WHEN
HE 15 UNABLE TO CONTROL HIS PASSIONS AND EXPRESSES HIS VEHEMENCE AND WRATH UPON HIS FELLOW MAN
THIS IDEA WAS COMMONLY ASSOCIATED WITH THE ANCIENT HEATHEN GODS. EASICALLY, WHEN SACRIFICES
WERE OFFERED UNTO HEATHEN GODS IT WAS BECAUSE IN SOME WAY THOSE WHO BELIEVED IN THE HEATHEN
DIETIES BELIEVED THAT THESE DIETIES HAD EXPRESSED THEIR WRATH AND IF THEY COULD JUST OFFER SOME
SACRIFICE, PERHAPS EVEN THE DEATH OF A CHILD, THEN THE WRATH OF THIS HEATHEN DIETY WOULD BE

MEEDS TQ BE PROPITIATED IN SOME SENSE OF THAT TERM. Now, WE NEED TO REMEMBER IN THIS CONNEC-
TION THAT OUR BASIC CONCERN IS WITH FACTS AND THE FACTS WITH WHICH WE ARE CONCERNED HMERE iS THAT
IN THE VERY NATURE OF THINGS, IN AND BY GOD'S VERY NATURE AS A HOLY GOD, THERE MUST BE AN ABSO-
LUTE, AN ETERNAL RECOIL ON HIS PART FROM THAT WHICH IS UNHOLY AND SINFUL. WHEN GOD RECOILS Fhok

OF LOVE, HIiS LOVE cAN NEVER SE TURNED AWAY. GOD'S LOVE EXTENDS TO EVERY MAN, GoOD'S LOVE EX-
TENDS EVEN TO THAT MAN WHO IS IN THE VERY DEPTHS OF SATAN'S GRASP-~NOT THAT GOD WILL SAVE HiM
IN HIS SINS, BUT IN THAT GOD LOVES HIM AND WILL SAVE HIM IF THAT MAN WILL REPENT AND TURN TO HIL
