38-And he commanded the chariot to stand 
still: and they went down both into the 
water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he 
baptized him. 39-And when they were come 
up out of the water, the Spirit of the 
L0rd caught away Philip, that the eunuch 
saw him no more: and he went on his way 
rejoicing.

1-That It is useless to talk about the 
"modes"of baptism. 

2-Baptism stand for one specific action, 
and it is our purpose, ere we are 
through, to find out Just what that 
action is. 

2-The word "baptise" not In the Old Bitte. 
1-Matthew 3:6; First time the word is 
used in the New Testament: 

And were HbkfeH^ _ 
baptized of him in Jordan, confessing 
their sins. .. 

2-Matthew 3:ll;Element of baptism is water.

Romans 6:3-4; 
Know ye not that so many of us as 

were baptized into Jesus Christ we^e 
baptized into his death? (4) Therefore ""̂  
we are buried with him into death. 
Colossians 2:12; 

Buried with him in baptism, 
wherein also ye are risen with through the 
faith of the operation of God, who bath 
raised him from the dead. 

11-Baptism Saves: 
1-Galatians 3:26-27; 

For ye are the children of 
God by faith in Christ Jesus. (27)-For as 
many of you as have been baptized into 
Christ have put on Christ. 

1-Peter 3:20-21; 
When once the long sufferin« 

of God waited in the days of Noah, 
while the Ark was a preparing, wherein 
few, that is, eight so :1s we-̂ e saved 
by water. (21)-The like figure whereünto 
even baptism doth also now save us (not 
the putting away the filth of the flesh, 
but the answer of a good conscience 
toward God,) by the resurrection of 
Jesus Christ. 
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
