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WHY DO WE LOSE QUR YCOUNG PEOPLE? ~

1., We lese them because of" the glaring, wide open
gap between what we "say" and what we "do."
This beiled down simply means;the difference be-
tween "what we preach" and "nhat we practice.

EXAMPLES: We preach:

1. "See ye first the kingdom ef :God and his righ-
teousness; and all these things shall be added
unte you." Matt. 6:33. But young peeple nete:

1. Many putting materialism first always.

2. That if parents tal at all they talk much
mere about making money than about hew te
keep and enjoy good relationship with the Lerd

2. Young people hear us preach, "The peer shall

have the gospel preached to them." Matt. 11:5-

1. They watch many congregations, preachers and
elders, neglect preaching to the peor. They
have watched many sell meeting houses because
the neighberhood had become poor, meve out
inte richer neighberhoods: xorget the peer,
the blind, the lame, the lepers, the deaf,
and the spiritually dead all because they -
are poer.

2. What the young people do not hear in the heme
but see in the church services,

about "how much" they can invest in
stocks in order to make mere money.

2. What they do see and hesar:

2. They see papa and mama careful te pay
their bills that come while they are
out of town...but they never hear ‘them
talk about making up the contribution
they missed over the week-ends.

Young people never hear any serious talk from'
papa and mama about needed preparation 1n order
to go to heaven when they die.

Finally: They see papa and mama and others, so
careless about their attendancc.
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
